 Gaining an understanding of the child’s 
perceptions of his life 

 Disengagement work 
 Explaining plans for the future 
 Addressing current areas of concern 
enhancing attachments in current family 

 Facilitating identity formation 
 Increasing the child’s knowledge of self 
 Reintegration of early life events
